First Impressionist exhibition in Paris


Response to photography


Rendering the visual world as it appears to the eye—not as it physically exists


The painted surface is a flat plane to be covered with pigment—minimizes 


perspective, etc.


Worked out of doors to catch the changing light.  Forms were bathed in light.


Short, choppy brush-strokes, worked directly on white canvas, contrasting colors


Post-impressionists respond to the lack of emotion or psychological complexity in 

the impressionist school.  They do not reject the impressionist movement, 


but rather accept it, and build on it. 1880-1910
