Giotto (1266-1337)

Why is Giotto considered the “father” of European painting?

1. The visible world is the source of knowledge.

2. He stressed the importance of sight in gaining knowledge of the world.

3. Outward vision replaced inward vision.

Significance of Giotto’s painting:

1. increased sense of naturalism

2. recorded the world of visible things.

3. Used highlight and shadow.

Characteristics of Giotto’s painting:

1. abandons frontal, centralized compositions.

2. Focuses on a single event—emphasizes the drama and emotion.

3. Uses the forground—some figures have their back to the viewer.
