3rd Punic War:  Carthage completely destroyed—North Africa goes to Rome.

Octavian reigns as Augustus—Beginning of Roman Empire

Constantine reigns.  He recognizes Christianity in 331 AD

395 AD
Division of Rome into West and East (Constantinople)
